INSPECTION COMMENTS





I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. Vic Keisker.  Mr. Keisker accompanied me during the inspection of the facility and provided copies of requested records for review.  The facility was operating at the time of the inspection and Mr. Donnie Leeper of Astech Environmental Services was performing Method 5 testing.





Compliance with the published test method and permit requirements was reviewed.  The only issue raised involved the permit requirement to conduct Method 9 Visible Emission testing in conjunction with one of the test runs.  Since Mr. Leeper was performing this testing alone, he would not be able to comply with this requirement.  A call had been placed to the District office and it was agreed that since the facility was late performing the annual testing, if there were no visible emissions noticed by this inspector the deviation from the permit requirement would be allowed.  Issues regarding the late testing will be handled by the District office.





There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]





There were no fugitive emissions in excess of 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.   [Facility-wide Condition 3]





There were no open containers of VOC’s or other Organic Solvents noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]





Reasonable precautions to prevent fugitive emissions were judged to be adequate at the time of the inspection.  However, since the facility yard is part dirt and part asphalt, please see the Recommendation section of the report.  [Facility-wide Condition 6]





According to records provided, the facility used 170,864 gallons of fuel oil for the burner and 44,604 gallons for the asphalt heater during the 12-month period ending November 30, 2005.  This is within the facility’s maximum permitted limit of 1.2 million gallons total fuel oil usage by all sources (burner, heater, and RAP crusher) during in any consecutive 12-month period.  Information is maintained which shows fuel oil deliveries to be less than 1.0% sulfur.  [Facility-wide Condition 9]





A copy of the facility’s Operation and Maintenance Plan was available for review at the time of inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 12]











EU001	ASPHALT PLANT





According to records provided, the facility produced 90,432.01 tons of asphalt cement for the 12-month period ending November 30, 2005.  This is within the facility’s permitted limit of 500,000 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.  [Specific Condition A.2]





According to the records provided, the facility operated for 578.75 hours for the 12-month period ending November 30, 2005.  The facility is allowed unlimited hours of operation.  [Specific Condition A.3]





Visible emissions were 5% opacity at the time of the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.5]





Scale calibration records are maintained and available for review.  [Specific Condition A.8]





Monthly and 12-month rolling totals of asphalt concrete produced, fuel oil used, and hours of operation were available for inspection.  [Specific Condition A.10]





EU002	ASPHALT HEATER:





This emission unit is not subject to any unit specific applicable requirements.





RECOMMENDATIONS:





During the dry times of the year more frequent watering of the general yard and roadway areas will be necessary to prevent excessive fugitive emissions.  Ensure that a water truck is available for this purpose at the facility.   As an alternative to using water the facility may want to investigate the potential use of organic dust suppressing chemicals.





Consider performing the required stack testing earlier in the year to allow for unexpected delays due to weather, tester availability, production requirements, etc.
