	The purpose of this visit was to perform an FCE inspection. I was escorted on my walkthrough by Bill Updike, an architectural draftsman and project coordinator at the facility.
There is a Wheelabrator machine maintained on site, however it has been inspected and deemed insignificant for PM emissions. The unit was in operation at the time of my inspection and no visible emissions were noted. All steel waste from the blasting operation was collected in a 55-gallon drum attached to the machine. The baghouse serving the Wheelabrator machine vents inside the building. The baghouse magnahelic reading was 1.5 in of H2O. No open air blasting or wire brushing is done at the facility. 
No unreported paints were in use at the facility at the time of the inspection. The facility maintains MSDSs for all paints in use. I inspected the storage area and noted that tightly fitting lids were maintained on all the paint drums. No spills were noticeable. No coatings containing lead are used. Primers, mineral spirits, and cleanup solvents are used, and they are accounted for in the facility’s recordkeeping system. The facility does not mix their paints with any thinners. 
I inspected the facility’s record keeping system and made copies before I left. I verified that the VOC contents of the paints used by the facility were under 3.5 lbs/ gal. I found the facility to be in compliance.
