	     I visited this facility to perform an FCE. I met with Tom Lawson, the Plant Engineer, and performed a facility walkthrough. No major maintenance requiring notification to the EPC has been done at the facility for the past two years. No visible emissions of buildup of particulate matter was noticeable anywhere in the facility. The 2006 AOR has been submitted on time
     The facility has four natural gas fired boilers and a sulfur dioxide curing process. The combustion products vent through four corresponding stacks. No visible emissions were observed from the boilers during the inspection.  I noted that all of the boilers are in excellent repair and the area is very clean and well-organized. Only boiler #4 was in operation at the time of the inspection. I noted that the boiler was running at a pressure of 125 psi. I verified from fuel receipts that only natural gas is used to fire the boilers as required in the permit.
     The four boilers produce steam for the washing vessels. Vessels are equipped with a steam jacket used to heat the cured fruit products, which are washed with fresh water to remove any residual SO2 from the curing process. The SO2 is vented by means of six forced draft roof fans and four induced draft fans through four stacks venting to the ambient air. I found that the washing room was also in excellent condition and operating well. No objectionable odor was noticeable in the washing room wherein most of the SO2 emissions are generated
     The facility’s storage room contains stocked imported fruit and brine tanks which are considered insignificant for SO2 emissions. 
     I inspected the facility’s cooling tower and parts cleaner and verified that they are in fact currently exempt from permitting.

     I checked the 2006 AOR to verify that the facility had not gone over any emissions limitations. I checked the facility’s SO2 gas usage records to verify that the SO2 usage for 2005 and 2006 did not exceed permit limitations. I noted for boiler #3 a maximum heat input exceedance. I calculated 25.7 MMBtu/hr and the limit is 25.1 MMBtu/hr. Boiler #4 also had a maximum heat input exceedance; I calculated 8.56 MMBtu/hr, which is greater than the 8.37 MMBtu/hr limit. I made copies of the facility’s recordkeeping system before I left. 
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
