	Inspection note:  This permit, effective on 2/9/10, revises FESOP No. 1030094-015-AF to incorporate the terms and conditions of Air Construction Permit No. 1030094-017-AC.
Inspection was to audit the Method 25A and Dilution test 205 for the stack testing of this emission unit.    This process consists of a single, continuous production line, with a continuous cooker, homogenizer, disintegrator, IPA tank, and centrifuge.  The process system feeds orange flavor oil and syrup product wet directly into the single continuous dryer system.  The process rate has to reach maximum capacity prior to testing the unit.  I observed the line, as they were ramping up to full production.  The testing was started after the plant manager confirmed the Wet Feed Syrup process rate to be steady at 1352 lbs/ hour.   The propane was 294PPM or .164 lbs/hour and the IPA was running at 403 PPM or 1.657 lbs/hr,

Mr. Nelson started testing at ~ 9:05 AM.  (See photos).  

The emission point is a 2” diameter exhaust stack which is the only process vent for the Continuous process lint.  A hose is connected to the vent, and brought down to the ground where it is inserted into the end of a 6” diameter cylindrical metal stack with 2 ports for sampling.  (See photo)  The Teflon line is heated.  There magnetic gauge for measurement during the test reading of the points.    The temperature gauge was attached.

 Comments:  There were no open containers, tanks or processes observed to be open or allowing the emissions of VOC/OS during the inspection of the facility.
