	1) Both retorts were in use upon my arrival, approx. 50% of the way thru a cremation cycle. I observed the stacks for ~ 10 minutes…there were not any visible emissions.  

	2) The chart recorders had not been calibrated since new permit issuance (11/03/07). Mr. Kuge immediately called his maintenance rep. (B&L) and scheduled an appointment for chart recorder calibrations.  A fax was received on 10/01/08 containing documentation of the calibrations.

	4) This retort does have a port with which to view the flame, however, this visual inspection is not used to adjust the flame characteristics.  

	5) Even though Mr. Kuge did notify the Dept. of a couple of non-compliance issues associated with this retort, the majority of the events documented in this inspection report were not reported to the Dept..  

	

	

	Exit interview:  I informed Mr. Kuge of the numerous temperature exceedances found during my inspection.  Mr. Kuge stated that he was unaware of the non-compliance and would institute a tighter regimen of temperature document overview.
