Below is the email provided by the vendor estimating, but not guaranteeing, emissions
levels for the drum filter system through the MERV 14 filter stage.  We judged the estimates
to be overly optimistic for a couple of reasons: 1) they are theoretical efficiencies based on
spherical particles and not tissue dust, and 2) actual testing of a similar Osprey drum filter
unit at another GP mill which yielded emissions < 0.001 grains/dscf, but not the equivalent
0.00005 grains/dscf that would result from the vendor estimates below.  We determined
the 0.003 grains/dscf level as a conservative estimate of potential emissions that the system
should easily achieve but will still be a reduction from the previous PTE estimate.

Tammy, Please clarify which part of the T-V permit that you see 207,000 acfm.   I don’t see
any reference to flow under Subsection S for EU 050 – Converting Department.  I just pulled
up the T-V renewal application submitted in 2011 and it says 219,000 acfm at 100 degrees F
(no moisture given).  The permit application for the proposed system says 229,850 acfm
(estimate) at 90 degrees F.  I think this difference is just due to variation in
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temperature/moisture assumptions when back-calculating from the 209,000 dscfm flow
rate.  I’m told that the Osprey units come in various available sizes, one of which is a
maximum of 70,000 acfm and was represented in the drawing.  However, the actual flow
will be determined by the fan which should be designed to the acfm equivalent of 69,000
dscfm per unit.  So the application should be representative of the maximum flow rates
which are the same as the existing system, but the final system as installed may be equal or
less, but not more.
 
I’m also told that we need to get confirmation from an engineer with Osprey on a couple of
these flow questions, and he may not be available until Monday.  So I won’t be able to get
you a final response until then.  I apologize for the confusion of numbers and units.  I’ll be
out of the office/state next week but will be checking email, and Wayne Galler of our
Atlanta office may be sending you the response.  My internet access in Tennessee may be
limited but I’ll have my blackberry.
